Matthew 7:22-23 On that day many will say to me, ‘Lord, Lord, did we not prophesy in
your name, and cast out demons in your name, and do many mighty works in your
name?’

Matthew 26:6-12 Now when Jesus was at Bethany in the house of Simon the
leper, “a woman came up to him with an alabaster flask of very expensive
ointment, and she poured it on his head as he reclined at table. ® And when the
disciples saw it, they were indignant, saying, “Why this waste? ? For this could
have been sold for a large sum and given to the poor.” ' But Jesus, aware of
this, said to them, “Why do you trouble the woman? For she has done a beautiful
thing to me. ! For you always have the poor with you, but you will not always
have me. '?In pouring this ointment on my body, she has done it to prepare me
for burial.

John 12:4-6 But Judas Iscariot, one of his disciples (he who was about to betray
him), said, ® “Why was this ointment not sold for three hundred denarii and given
to the poor?” ® He said this, not because he cared about the poor, but because
he was a thief, and having charge of the moneybag he used to help himself to
what was put into it.

Matthew 26:14-16 Then one of the twelve, whose name was Judas Iscariot, went
to the chief priests '* and said, “What will you give me if | deliver him over to



you?” And they paid him thirty pieces of silver. *® And from that moment he
sought an opportunity to betray him.

Exodus 21:32 If the ox gores a slave, male or female, the owner shall give to their
master thirty shekels of silver, and the ox shall be stoned.

Matthew 26:19-25 And the disciples did as Jesus had directed them, and they
prepared the Passover. 2’ When it was evening, he reclined at table with the
twelve. 2! And as they were eating, he said, “Truly, | say to you, one of you will
betray me.” 22 And they were very sorrowful and began to say to him one after
another, “Is it I, Lord?” 2 He answered, “He who has dipped his hand in the dish
with me will betray me. 2* The Son of Man goes as it is written of him, but woe to
that man by whom the Son of Man is betrayed! It would have been better for that
man if he had not been born.”®® Judas, who would betray him, answered, “Is it

I, Rabbi?” He said to him, “You have said so.”

Matthew 26:30-33 And when they had sung a hymn, they went out to the Mount
of Olives. 3! Then Jesus said to them, “You will all fall away because of me this
night. For it is written, ‘I will strike the shepherd, and the sheep of the flock will be
scattered.” 3 But after | am raised up, | will go before you to Galilee.” 3 Peter
answered him, “Though they all fall away because of you, | will never fall away.”

Matthew 16:13-17 Now when Jesus came into the district of Caesarea Philippi,
he asked his disciples, “Who do people say that the Son of Man is?” ** And they
said, “Some say John the Baptist, others say Elijah, and others Jeremiah or one
of the prophets.” ** He said to them, “But who do you say that | am?” ® Simon
Peter replied, “You are the Christ, the Son of the living God.” ' And Jesus
answered him, “Blessed are you, Simon Bar-Jonah! For flesh and blood has not
revealed this to you, but my Father who is in heaven.



Matthew 16:21-23 From that time Jesus began to show his disciples that he must
go to Jerusalem and suffer many things from the elders and chief priests and
scribes, and be killed, and on the third day be raised. > And Peter took him aside
and began to rebuke him, saying, “Far be it from you, Lord! This shall never
happen to you.” ? But he turned and said to Peter, “Get behind me, Satan! You
are a hindranceto me. For you are not setting your mind on the things of God,
but on the things of man.”

Matthew 26:34-35 Jesus said to him, “Truly, | tell you, this very night, before the
rooster crows, you will deny me three times.” ** Peter said to him, “Even if | must
die with you, | will not deny you!” And all the disciples said the same.

Matthew 26:69-75 Now Peter was sitting outside in the courtyard. And a servant
girl came up to him and said, “You also were with Jesus the Galilean.” " But he
denied it before them all, saying, “I do not know what you mean.” ”' And when he
went out to the entrance, another servant girl saw him, and she said to the
bystanders, “This man was with Jesus of Nazareth.” 2 And again he denied it
with an oath: “l do not know the man.” ™ After a little while the bystanders came
up and said to Peter, “Certainly you too are one of them, for your accent betrays
you.” " Then he began to invoke a curse on himself and to swear, “l do not know
the man.” And immediately the rooster crowed. ”® And Peter remembered the
saying of Jesus, “Before the rooster crows, you will deny me three times.” And he
went out and wept bitterly.

Matthew 27:5 And throwing down the pieces of silver into the temple, he
departed, and he went and hanged himself.

John 21:15-17 When they had finished breakfast, Jesus said to Simon

Peter, “Simon, son of John, do you love me more than these? "He said to him,
“Yes, Lord; you know that | love you.” He said to him, “Feed my lambs.” ® He
said to him a second time, “Simon, son of John, do you love me?” He said to him,
“Yes, Lord; you know that | love you.” He said to him, “Tend my sheep.” " He
said to him the third time, “Simon, son of John, do you love me?” Peter was
grieved because he said to him the third time, “Do you love me?” and he said to
him, “Lord, you know everything; you know that | love you.” Jesus said to

him, “Feed my sheep.
